MOTOR VEHICLE EXCISE TAXES

Pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws, every mekicle and trailer registered in the Commonweafth
Massachusetts is subject to a motor vehicle exaisenless expressly exempted. The motor vehiclese tax is
imposed for the privilege of registering a motohicte. Registering a motor vehicle automaticallggers an
excise hill through the Registry of Motor VehicleBhe Registry sets the value on the motor vehities forwards
the billing information to each town or city whete vehicle is garaged. The bills are then prirted mailed out
to the vehicle owners.

Bills are due 30 days after the mailing date. Payrieedue on or before the due date to avoid ateyest or late
fees.

Payments can be made bykhmoney
order, cash (do not mail), or on-line payment (8deon previous page). Interest accrues at 12¢@paum,
computed from the date the bill was due. A dentaithds sent after the due date to outstanding anot®) which is
due within fourteen (14) days. Any remaining camsting bills at this time are turned over to theviis deputy
collectors for collection. If the bill remains waid, you will be marked at the Registry of Motorhiges for non-
renewal of your license or registration until thiéib paid.

If you do not receive your bill, contact the Cotlets Office at 413-467-7170 to obtain a copy otiybill. State
law states that failure to receive a tax bill dnesaffect the validity of the tax or any interestfines incurred due
to late payment.
