The Board discussed the fiscal year 2008 District Veterans budget. The budget is based on the town’s equalized values, making the Town of Granby responsible for a little more than 17 % of the overall budget. On a motion by Mr. Hauschild, and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to approved and signed the FY08 District Veteran’s budget of $9166.58

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board signed a support letter to HAP, Inc for the assistance program called American Dream Down Payment Initiative, this will help first time homebuyers for the Town of Granby.

The Select Board was asked by the highway superintendent to close Batchelor Street/School Street up to the Belchertown line to the public due to repaving. On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to close Batchelor Street/School Street up to the Belchertown line to the public as of August 7, 2007 and until the work is finished. A sign will be placed at both ends of the work saying, “use at your own risk”. 

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to participate in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection, Executive Office of Energy and Environmental Affairs Recycling Paper Program. Bryan read the resolution for MASS Recycles Paper Campaign to be adopted by the Town of Granby.

The Tyree Organization who own Granby Getty Gas applied for a sewer permit to hook-up to the town’s sewer line. On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to approve the application for Granby Getty Gas to hook-up to the town’s sewer line pending approval from the Town of South Hadley for a discharge permit.

Bryan Hauschild spoke to Mr. Mackenzie who Chris was working with on the grant of $100,000 for Kellogg Hall to make it handicap accessible. He needed the paperwork on how we spent the first $25,000 before they can release the rest of the money. Bryan explained to him about the narrative that we supplied when we sent in the application. Chris needs to talk to Christopher Blood from Senator Candaros office to see if they can get the money packed for us for the FY08. Chris will call Mr. Blood. 

Chris presented the fees from the HCOG concerning building fees they charge for other towns that they administrate. They Board felt the fees were quite high. The Board would like a comparison done between the Town of Granby fees and the HCOG fees to get a better hand on the prices. Chris will call Jeff Rogers to ask him some questions concerning some of the fees.
On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting at 8:30 P.M.
