            MINUTES OF MEETING September 4, 2007

Members Present:  Wayne Tack Sr., Bryan Hauschild & Mary McDowell
Town Administrator, Christopher Martin

Chairman Wayne H Tack, Sr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Mr. Tack led the meeting with the “Pledge of Alliance”.  

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to affirm the following appointments presented to the Town Administrator from the Police Advisory Board to be part-time police officers for terms expiring on 6/30/08: Eric Jorgenson, Earl Brown, Diane Jensen- (pending a successful physical exam) and Paul Anderson.
On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to affirm the appointment of Denis Houle as an Associate member to the Zoning Board of Appeals to a term ending 6/30/08.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to affirm the appointment of Robert Os as a member of the Finance Committee to a term ending 6/30/09.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to affirm the appointment of Theresa Johnson as a member of the Historic Commission to a term ending 6/30/10.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to sign the maintenance warrants.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to accept the department reports as read.

On a motion by Mr. Tack, and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to approve the August 20th, 2007 meeting minutes as read with Mr. Hauschild abstaining from voting as he was not at the meeting.

On a motion made by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to approve and sign the renewal permit for the gravel pit operated by Nawrocki Construction at North side of Carver St. and East side of former Mr. Lyman pit after the recommendation of Mr. Kevin Brooks to approve permit after his site visit and a follow up visit to be done by Mr. Brooks in the future. The permit will expire on July 1, 2008.

On a motion made by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to approve and sign the renewal permit for the gravel pit operated by Nawrocki Construction at 11 Lyons Street after the recommendation Mr. Kevin Brooks to approve permit after his site visit and a follow up visit to be done by Mr. Brooks concerning the warning signs on the Ludlow side. The permit will expire on July 1, 2008.

On a motion made by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to approve and sign the renewal permit for the gravel pit operated by Nawrocki Construction at Lyons Street and North side of Hampden-Hampshire County line after the recommendation Mr. Kevin Brooks to approve permit after his site visit. The permit will expire on July 1, 2008.

On a motion made by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board voted to approve and sign the renewal permit for the gravel pit owned by Leon Chartier at 232 Batchelor Street after the recommendation of Mr. Brooks to approve permit after his site visit. (Mr. Tack abstained from voting). The permit will expire on July 1, 2008.

On a motion made by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board voted to approve and sign the renewal permit for the gravel pit owned by Ted Ondrick at 240 Chicopee Street after the recommendation of Mr. Brooks to approve permit after his site visit The permit will expire on July 1, 2008.

On a motion made by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board voted to approve and sign the Common Victuraller’s license for Penelope Baker d/b/a Zen-Paw Creations upon receiving the original paperwork along with a check for the fee. The license is for selling dog-related products during dog trials at Dufresne Park and will expire on December 31, 2007.

The Board received and read from EarthTech the application for “Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection Clean Water State Revolving Fund” (CWSRF) for calendar year 2008 Construction Project. This is for the New Ludlow Road sewer project. Hatch, Mott, MacDonald estimated the project cost at $1,901,286 over 10 years.

Mr. Martin talked to the Board concerning the request from the Planning Board to hold a special town meeting for authorization of provisions of M.G.L. 40 Section 4A to enable the Planning Board to enter into a contract with Pioneer Valley Planning Commission in order to commence the Master Plan process that was approved at the last annual town meeting in May. Chris spoke to Kathy Kelly-Regan, Town Clerk on the earliest possible date that she could hold one. She said October 15, 2007. Mr. Hauschild asked if we could have the necessary paperwork done on the New Ludlow Road Sewer Project could be done in time to put it on the STM agenda. The cost factor of having a one item STM and then have another one item STM in a few months later doesn’t seem practical. Mr. Martin will contact Bill Osley from Hatch, Mott, MacDonald and Town Counsel Ed Ryan to see how soon everything can be put in place to add it to the same STM as the Planning Board item.  On a motion made by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board voted to table the vote on the date of the STM till the September 17th meeting.

Chris told the Board that he had not yet heard back from Atty. Michael Siddell on information he was gathering on surrounding towns concerning the fees, if any; they pay for the Tax Title Custodian appointment. The Board decided to make a final decision at their September 17th meeting with or without any other information coming in.

Board discussed the letter from the Building Inspector asking for the Board to set a fee for a fence permit. It would go along with the fence by-law change that was voted on at the last town meeting. After some discussion Mr. Hauschild made a motion to have the Building Inspector charge $25 per permit, motion was not seconded. On a motion made by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board voted to approve the fee of $30.00 for a fence permit.

The Board went over the final report from Chief Barry on the first phase of the outside duty detail concerning the landfill. It cost the town about $413.11 for the detail. It was estimated that about 50 people came in to renew or get stickers for use of the landfill. It definitely was a successful start. The Board was concerned that information that they were not aware of concerning the future use of the landfill was being said from employees of the landfill. Chris will speak to Brian Santos and Bob Magnusson about it. He will also schedule the Landfill Oversight Committee to come in and speak to the Board at their next meeting concerning commercial truck use of the landfill. The police will still be going in and checking on illegal use of the landfill periodically.  

Board received a copy of last changes of the Firefighters contract that is up for renewal. It has not been ratified by the Union yet. Chris would like the members to read it and write down any questions they may have. The Board will go into Executive Session next meeting to discuss the changes and final draft.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting at 8:14 P.M.
