MINUTES OF MEETING October 1, 2007

Members Present:  Wayne Tack Sr., Bryan Hauschild & Mary McDowell
Chairman Wayne H Tack, Sr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Mr. Tack led the meeting with the “Pledge of Allegiance”.  

Bryan Hauschild explained to the Board that a vacancy on the Granby Housing Authority was due to the death of Robert Allen, and as it is an elected position both the current members of the Granby Housing Authority and Board of Selectmen needed to meet to appoint a person to fill the position until the next elections in May 08. Wayne Tack asked for any nominations from the floor. George Knight gave him the nomination of Alice Stewart. With no other nominations given Mr. Tack closed the floor for nominations. On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted along with George Knight, Nancy Sedlak and Mark Bail, members of the Granby Housing Authority, to appoint Alice Stewart as a member of the Granby Housing Authority for the unexpired term ending 5/20/08. Ms. Stewart will be notified by mail of her appointment.
On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to affirm the appointment of Nancy Sedlak as a member of the Council on Aging Board to a unexpired term ending 6/30/09.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to sign the maintenance warrants.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to accept the department reports as read.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild, and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to approve the September 4, 2007 meeting minutes as read.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild, and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to approve and signed the reimbursement requests for the Chapter 90 Projects.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild, and seconded by Mary McDowell the Board unanimously voted to approve and signed the FY07 encumbrances and carry-overs.

Mr. Hauschild spoke that the Board about making a stricter agenda and making sure that all business is being done at the table. Mary again suggested having the meeting at a different place.  Bryan reminded the board that it is Chris Martin’s agenda and that any and all suggestions need to be brought to Chris for him to approve or disapprove. 

Bryan asked the Board how they felt about having the DOR/Administrator Committee come in and evaluate how well the Board of Selectmen and Town Administrator are doing with implementing the new system that the town voted on almost a year ago. All Board members thought it was a good idea. Bryan will relay it to Chris Martin to have them come to a Selectmen’s meeting.

Terry Lajoie spoke to the Board concerning the taping of meetings. She wanted the Board to know that neither the Granby CAM nor the Cable advisory Committee is required to tape meetings. They are trying to get new equipment to make the sound better for the meetings. She suggests turning off the PC by the camera might help. Terry also told the Board that she put the agenda on the Cable Channel but it was hard, she suggests putting it on the Town’s website. She was told that the website is under construction at this time.

Wayne asked about the new COA van that was budgeted for in May. He will come in and speak with Chris.

Mary asked the Board to speak about the walk-through they did recently. Bryan said that they went to 3 places: West Street School, the building that formally housed the Granby Telephone CO and the Chateau Harmony Building. West Street was in better condition then they expected, Granby Telephone available to rent-has some pros-con- is the parking, and the Chateau has issues with DEP.

Bryan spoke about the how they are working on getting the Safety Complex built, also waiting to see if the School will get any funding for their project, then we will look at the Town Hall offices. Mary would to like to have discussions on West Street School at each meeting since they have the blue prints of the building: Protocol is Chris decision.

The Council on Aging has asked about looking at the building that will be vacated by the Camping Association on West State Street. Wayne said that it would be a while before they move out of that building. Terry Lajoie is concerned about where the GCAM will go if they tear down Aldrich Hall for the Safety Complex. Bryan told her that they would look at them as well as the COA when they knew more with what was happening with the Safety Complex Committee.

Terry asked the Board how they appointed the members on the Dufresne Ad-Hoc Committee. Bryan gave her an explanation on how it began and told her now it was up to the Town Administrator to choose the members and the Board affirms his choices.

Pam Maheu asked the Board the status of the Town Accountant. The Board could not give her an answer. Mary would like having the status of the Town accountant put on the next agenda. Pam asked the Board if there could be time on the agenda’s for citizen’s question and answer time. Bryan told her they were trying to set up a new agenda and he would like it set-up like the Superintendent of Schools. Which was set-up when she was on the School Committee. Pam also told the Board that she did not think it was fair that residents with commercial plates could only go to the landfill on Saturdays. Bryan explained to her that the Board did not say that, even if it was written in the paper that way. It was spoken about by Waste Management they would like to see it done that way, but was not okayed by the Town of Granby.  She then asked the Board if they had a policy and procedure book. Cathy Leonard showed her their book.

On a motion by Mr. Hauschild and seconded by Mary McDowell, the Board unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting at 8:37 P.M.
